Guidelines for Free SAT Application

Scholarships are granted on a point system.  Applicants with greater than 20 points are eligible to receive scholarships.  Students can receive:


- Up to 13 points for financial need


- Up to 10 points for GPA & school involvement

- Up to 5 points for community service (2 additional points will be given to SCV residents)

Application process:

-Write a letter introducing yourself and explaining why you are requesting this scholarship.  The letter should also address the following 3 areas: financial need, GPA & school involvement, and community service.
